	Minimum of 31 projects (2,3,4,6,9,15,18,25,32,35,42,49,56,57,58,59 72,73,77,87,91,92,96
99,105,110,111,114,115,119,125) could benefit from a sub-regional and watershed-based picture of pre-modification landscape condition to identify opportunities for restoring appropriate watershed functions and processes. Basis for natural flood protection strategies, multi-objective watershed projects.
	Most Bay Area watersheds don’t yet have available the historical information to evaluate appropriate restoration and ecosystem support targets (e.g. Sycamore woodlands with significant groundwater recharge functions vs. perennial cold-water stream habitat for anadromous fish; or flood attenuation and hydromodification mitigation sites).
	HE projects completed/near completion for Coyote Creek watershed, Napa River watershed, Sonoma Creek watershed, Wildcat Creek, Miller Creek. 
Alameda Creek and Eastern Contra Costa County HE is underway.
